2019/2020 Northlea Home and School Association Funding Proposals
Dear Northlea teachers, staff, students, parents and caregivers,
The Northlea community has always been a strong supporter of fundraising events throughout the school year. This support assists the administration in providing Northlea with additional funding to enhance the school environment and activities. In fiscal 2018/2019, the Home and School Association (“H&S”) presented the Northlea Administration with fundraising dollars to support the following:

· Phase 1 of a new Kindergarten play space

· Chromebooks

· Library Technology

· Scientist in the School and Logics Academy programs

· Additional dance and drama programming

· Water bottle refilling station

· Lice checks

· Kilometer Club

· Enhanced equipment for the Knights TV Media Group

· Forest of Reading Program

What’s New?
In fiscal 2019/2020, we will be piloting a new approach to our proposal process where we will be determining our fundraising priorities at the beginning of the school year and allocating out fundraising dollars to the current school year as funding is raised.
The H&S and Administration have determined the fiscal 2019/2020 fundraising goals to focus on four priorities. These priorities are:
1. Technology & Collaborative Learning Spaces
2. Literacy Resources
3. Outdoor Learning - Front Yard Revitalization
4. Artists in Residence 
Proposal Guidelines
At this time, we are seeking proposals from teachers, staff, students, parents, and all members of the Northlea school community for the 2019-2020 school year to assist in determining where our fundraising dollars for this school year should be allocated. 
Anyone connected with Northlea is eligible to apply for funding from the Northlea H&S. However, applications must meet policy and practices of the Toronto District School Board, which states fundraising money is not to be used “to provide resources necessary for the delivery of curriculum or a safe learning environment”.  (P.021 BUS, noting section 3.9). 
Proposals cannot be accepted for community-based initiatives as these do not directly benefit or enrich the learning environment of the students at our School. Northlea H&S traditionally passes a motion allocating a percentage of all funds raised for the year to community-based initiatives, once a year, at the Spring Funding Allocation meeting.
Please note that there is no minimum or maximum limit on individual proposal submissions. Any project that falls within the above-mentioned guidelines will be considered, no matter how big or small. 

Applicants who are awarded a funding are required to report back, in writing, to Northlea H&S within 30 days of receiving the funds detailing exactly how the funds were spent.  
Proposal Application Process and Timeline

To apply, simply fill out the form following this letter and submit it via email to the addresses provided. 
Proposals are due, no later than Friday, October 11th. 
Proposals meeting the eligibility criteria will be available for review the week of October 21st.  Proposals will then be presented at the Home and School Association meeting to be scheduled in November, where each applicant will be allocated 3 minutes to present their proposal and 2 minutes for questions. 

Following the proposal presentations, H&S Association members will be invited to cast a vote to determine if funding for each proposal is denied, allocated in part, or allocated in full. All other community members will be asked to leave.

Following the voting, applicants not in attendance will be notified shortly thereafter regarding the status of their proposal.
